AFFIDAVIT OF ROBERT LORGE

Robert Lorge, being first duly sworn according to law, deposes and says:

1. I am the Defendant, and I make this Affidavit in support of Defendant's Notice
And Motion To Change Venue Because Venue In Dane County Is Improper And,
Alternatively, Because It Is In The Interest Of Justice That Venue Be Changed To Outagamie
County.

2. I am an attorney licensed to practice law in the State of Wisconsin. My office
is located in Bear Creek, Outagamie County, Wisconsin. I do not currently do substantial

business in Dane County.

3. As alleged in the Complaint, my legal residence is in Bear Creek, Outagamie

County, Wisconsin.

4, According to the allegations in the Complaint, the claim allegedly arose at the
house of Plaintiff's grandmother, and my mother, Christina C. Lorge. This house is located
in Outagamie County, and my mother still resides there. I believe it will be necessary for the
jury to view this house to understand that the allegations Plaintiff makes are impossible. If




the case is tried at the Outagamie Courthouse in Appleton, the jury will have to travel
approximately 30 miles to view the house. If the case is tried in Dane County, the jury will
have to travel approximately 125 miles. It would be substantially more expensive,
substantially more time-consuming, and logistically substantially more difficult for the Jury
to have to travel from Dane County to Bear Creek to view the house. Indeed, if a Dane
County Court were to deny my request for review, the interests of Justice would not be

served.

5. One of the key witnesses in my defense will be Plaintiff's grandmother,
Christina C. Lorge. Because she resides in Outagamie County, it would be substantially
more convenient for her for any trial or other proceedings to be held in Outagamie County.

6.  Outagamie County has substantial law enforcement and other County
personnel available to those who claim to be victims of sexual assault, and the County had
such resources at the time of Plaintiff's allegations. Such law enforcement and other County
personnel will be witnesses in this case. Consequently, it would be substantially more
convenient for these County witnesses for any trial or other proceedings to be held in
Outagamie County.

7. Outagamie County also has health care providers for those who claim to be
victims of sexual assault, and had such providers at the time of Plaintiff's allegations. Such
health care providers will also be witnesses at any trial. Consequently, it would also be
substantially more convenient for these health care provider witnesses for any trial or other

proceedings to be held in Outagamie County.

8. Another key witness in my defense is Plaintiff's aunt, who resides in the Town
of Menasha. The Town of Menasha is located approximately the same distance from the
Outagamie County Courthouse as Christina C. Lorge's house. Consequently it would be
substantially more convenient for her for any trial or other proceedings to be held in
Outagamie County.
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
