Omnibus Motion

[LFB Papers #228, #246 through #250, #230 through #232, #234, and #240 through #242]

Motion:

Move to modify the Governor's recommendations related to the Department of Corrections
as follows:

1.  Paper #228--Standard Budget Adjustments. Adopt the modification to delete
$482,100 GPR and $37,100 PR in 2007-08 and $479,400 GPR and $37,500 PR in 2008-09
associated with overtime funding.

2. Paper #246--Juvenile Population Estimates, Daily Rates and Population-Related Cost
Adjustments. Adopt the modification to reestimate the average daily populations at 583 annually
for juvenile care at juvenile correctional facilities and at 85 annually for juveniles under aftercare
supervision. Provide $42,500 PR in 2007-08 and $44,200 PR in 2008-09 (-$10,700 in 2007-08 and
-$10,900 in 2008-09 for food, $25,200 annually for variable non-food costs, and $28,000 in 2007-
08 and $29,900 in 2008-09 for juvenile health care costs). Provide the below statutory daily rates
state-provided services.

3. Paper #247--Serious Juvenile Offender Funding.  Adopt the population reestimate
for SJO populations in juvenile correctional facilities, corrective sanctions, aftercare supervision,
and alternate care placements. Further, as a result of reduced daily rates (item #2 above), reestimate
funding for the Serious Juvenile Offender program by -$309,900 GPR in 2007-08 and -$80,400
GPR in 2008-09.

4.  Paper #248--Alternate Care. Adopt the modification to provide $530,200 PR in 2007-
08 and $564,100 PR in 2008-09 for juvenile alternate care to reflect modified population estimates
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of 59.5 juveniles annually. The bill's estimated daily rates for alterate care would remain the same
as identified below:

5. Paper #249--Position Reductions and Transfers in Juvenile Corrections Institutions

and Corrective Sanctions. Adopt Alternative 3 to delete $1,558,700 PR and 14.92 PR positions
annually associated with vacancies in juvenile correctional facilities and corrective sanctions.
Under this alternative, 15.0 PR positions deleted in SB 40 would be restored.

6.  Paper #250--Juvenile Correctional Services Appropriation Deficit. Adopt
Alternatives 1, 2, and 3 related to juvenile correctional services appropriation deficit. Specify the
following:

a. Provide that all available program revenue balances in the juvenile residential aftercare
and corrective sanctions appropriations be transferred to the juvenile correctional services
appropriation on June 30, 2007.

b. Create a statutory mechanism to authorize the Departments of Administration and
Corrections, prior to the end of each odd-numbered year, to: (a) estimate the unexpended revenues,
less encumbrances, that will remain in the juvenile correctional services appropriation on June 30th
of that year; and (b) if the estimated balance is projected to be negative, include the amount of the
estimated deficit in the cost basis for the calculation of the proposed secured correctional facilities
daily rates for the subsequent biennium. Require that 50% of the deficit amount be added to the
cost basis for the calculation of daily rates for the first year of the subsequent biennium and 50% of
the deficit amount be added to the cost basis for the calculation of daily rates for the second year of
the subsequent biennium. Require that the share of the daily rate revenue that is proportionate to
the share of the increased cost basis associated with the estimated deficit be reserved for the
purpose of retiring the deficit. Provide that any revenue reserved for this purpose that exceeds the
amount of the deficit on June 30th, of the odd-numbered year of the subsequent biennium, be
reimbursed to the counties and the state, on before September 30th, of that calendar year, in a
manner proportionate to the total number of days of juvenile placements at the facilities for each
county and the state.

c.  Direct the Department to submit a response to the audit of the effect of providing

juvenile court jurisdiction for 17 year-olds to the Joint Legislative Audit Committee and Joint
Committee on Finance by March, 2008.
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7. Paper #230--Adult Correctional Facilities Populations, Prison Contract Bed
Funding, and Inmate Variable Costs. Adopt the modifications to: (a) increase the estimated
average daily population in adult correctional facilities by 113 offenders in 2007-08 and 98 in
2008-09; (b) modify institutional food costs by -$21,800 GPR in 2007-08 and -$22,200 GPR in
2008-09 as the result of a recalculation; and (c) increase contract bed funding by $2,127,900
GPR in 2007-08 and $1,840,600 GPR in 2008-09 as a result of the increased average daily
population.

8. Paper #231--Full Funding and Overtime Funding for Security Positions. Adopt
Alternative Al to approve the Governor's provision to provide $1,549,300 GPR and 39.0 GPR
positions annually to restore security personnel and funding.

Adopt Alternative B3 to provide $8,914,200 GPR in 2007-08 and $8,984,000 GPR in
2008-09 and 50.0 GPR correctional officers annually to cover the additional 24 hours of vacation
each year provided under labor contracts. (This alternative modifies the Governor's provision by
-$1,257,800 GPR in 2007-08 and -$1,188,000 GPR in 2008-09 and 50.0 GPR positions
annually.) In addition, direct the Department to utilize 14.0 GPR positions vacant for more than
a year for additional needed correctional officer positions.

Further, require Corrections to submit a report to the Joint Committee on Finance, by January
1st of each odd-numbered year, regarding the usage of overtime in the correctional institutions.
Specify that the report identify, by institution, the amount and costs of overtime utilized,
categorized by reason for overtime.

9.  Paper #232--Inmate Health Care. Adopt Alternative 2 related to inmate health care
costs. Provide $932,800 GPR and 25.25 GPR positions in 2007-08 and $1,330,900 GPR and 38.0
GPR positions in 2008-09 to fund health care positions Taycheedah Correctional Institution,
Dodge Correctional Institution, and Fox Lake Correctional Institution, but delete the provisions
related to the Department's Bureau of Health Services. (This alternative modifies the Governor's
recommendation by -$539,500 GPR in 2007-08 and -$615,800 GPR in 2008-09 and -5.0 GPR
positions annually.)

10. Paper #234--Program Revenue Reestimates. Adopt the modification to reestimate
program revenue expenditures by -$278,500 PR annually associated with: (a) supplies and
services for Division of Adult Institutions general program operations funded from room, board,
and medical services fees collected from inmates (-$248,500 annually); and (b) program revenue
expenditures for LTEs at the Division of Community Corrections Monitoring Center (-$30,000
annually).

11.  Paper #240--GPS Tracking of Serious Child Sex Offenders. Move to delete the
Governor's recommendation and maintain current law provisions relating to GPS monitoring,
with the following modifications:

a. Modify the effective date of the provisions to January 1, 2008;

b. Modify lifetime tracking to include the following individuals:
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d. Specify that the terms of any contract(s) for GPS monitoring services do not
exceed three-years. Specify that the contracted services include the installation, removal, and
technical maintenance of all GPS devices through local staff onsite in Wisconsin. Specify that
the tracking devices utilized for active GPS monitoring must provide real-time alerts to the
Department.

e. Create an appropriation in the Department for monies collected for costs related to
GPS tracking of offenders. Specify that monies received be utilized for expenditures related to
GPS tracking.

f. Provide that the Department may contract for services to escort persons on
supervised release who are restricted during the first year of their release.

Provide $1,469,800 GPR and 30.10 GPR positions and $149,100 PR in 2007-08 and
$4,323,400 GPR and 71.10 GPR positions and $315,700 PR in 2008-09 for the GPS monitoring
program. (This alternative reduces funding under the bill by -$1,119,300 GPR and -22.40 GPR
positions and -$6,300 PR in 2007-08 and -$3,514,000 GPR and -51.15 GPR positions and
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
