HEALTH AND FAMILY SERVICES -- MA AND HEALTH CARE QUALITY FUND
Omnibus Motion

[LFB Papers #371 through #378, #380 through #387, #396, and #455]

Motion:

Move to modify the Governor's recommendations relating to medical assistance (MA) and
the health care quality fund (HCQF) as follows.

1. Paper #371 — Hospital Assessment and MA Rate Increase. Adopt Alternatives 1 and 3,
which would:

a. Adopt all of the Governor's recommendations relating to the hospital assessment
(Alternative 1), but require DHFS to change HMO contracts for MA capitation payments to require
that HMOs pay hospitals MA fee-for-service rates (Alternative 3).

2. Paper #372 — Health Care Quality and Patient Safety Council and Grant Program.
Adopt Alternatives A8 and B2, which would delete all provisions in the bill relating to this item.
Reduce funding by $10,000,000 SEG annually to reflect this change.

3. Paper #373 — Tobacco Use Control Grants. Adopt Alternative 2, which would reduce
funding in the bill for the tobacco control program by $10,000,000 SEG annually so that
$10,000,000 ($20,000,000 SEG and -$10,000,000 GPR) annually would be provided to increase
funding for Wisconsin's tobacco control program. Under this alternative, total state funding for
the tobacco control program would increase to $20,000,000 SEG annually during the 2007-09
biennium. '

4.  Paper #374 — Demonstration Project to Provide MA Coverage to Low-Income,
Childless Adults. Adopt Alternative 1, which would adopt the Governor's recommendations, but
provide an additional $1,120,300 SEG and reduce funding by $343,500 FED in 2008-09 to reflect
the administration's revised estimate of the cost of the proposal.

In addition, delete the provision in the bill that prevents individuals who are currently
enrolled in the health insurance risk-sharing plan (HIRSP), or who have had HIRSP coverage
within six months before they apply for the MA demonstration project to provide MA to low-
income childless adults, from being eligible for the demonstration project. Provide $200,000 GPR
and $279,000 FED in 2008-09 to reflect the projected costs of providing these individuals benefits
under the program beginning January, 2009.
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5. Paper #375 — Wisconsin Medicaid Cost Reporting (WIMCR) Program. Adopt
Alternative 3, which would approve the Governor's recommendation to make funding changes in
the bill to reflect the administration's proposed changes to the WIMCR program, including
changes identified in the Department of Administration's March 19, letter to the Co-Chairs.
Increase funding in the bill by $2,500,000 GPR in 2007-08 and $508,200 GPR in 2008-09 to
reflect: (a) a reduction in the estimated cost of permitting counties to retain federal MA
matching funds that they claim under the program, compared to the bill (-$2,078,800 GPR in
2008-09); and (b) permitting counties to retain the federal share of the difference between a
county's reported costs and the reimbursement they receive ($2,500,000 GPR in 2007-08 and
$2,587,000 GPR in 2008-09).

6.  Paper #376 — Cigarette and Tobacco Products Tax and Refund Increases. Adopt
Alternatives 1, 4, and 8, which would approve all of the Governor's recommendations relating to
this item, except funding to support 1.0 alcohol and tobacco enforcement agent in DOR (-$85,700
GPR in 2007-08 and -$70,300 GPR in 2008-09 and -1.0 GPR position, beginning in 2007-08).

7.  Paper #377 — Injured Patients and Families Compensation Fund Transfer. Adopt
Alternative 1, which would approve the Governor's recommendation and transfer $175 million
from the fund to the HCQF in 2007-08.

8.  Paper #378 — Permanent Endowment Fund Transfer to Health Care Quality Fund.
Adopt Alternative 1, which would approve the Governor's recommendation to transfer
$50,000,000 annually from the permanent endowment fund to the health care quality fund.

9.  Paper #380 — Medical Assistance Base Reestimate. Adopt the modification to increase
funding in the bill by $17,165,800 (-$6,844,400 GPR, $16,468,400 FED and $7,541,800 SEG) in
2007-08 and by $11,113,400 ($8,132,100 GPR, $2,054,000 FED, and $927,300 SEG) in 2008-09
to reflect the projected cost-to-continue MA henefits in the next biennium, based on current law.

10.  Paper #381 -- BadgerCare Base Reestimate. Adopt the modification to reduce
funding in the bill by $3,251,900 (-$2,171,100 GPR, and -$1,080,800 FED) in 2007-08 and by
$1,941,800 (-$516,200 GPR and -$1,425,600 FED) in 2008-09 to reflect a reestimate of the costs
to fully fund BadgerCare benefits, based on current law.

11.  Paper #382 — SeniorCare Base Reestimate. Adopt the modification to reduce funding
in the bill by $17,200,200 (-$5,111,300 GPR, -$5,568,900 FED, and -$6,520,000 PR) in 2007-08
and by $20,439,900 (-$5,924,700 GPR, -$6,767,800 FED, and -$7,747,400 PR) in 2008-09 to
reflect a reestimate of the costs to fully fund SeniorCare, based on current law.

12.  Paper #383 — BadgerCare Plus and Related Initiatives. Approve all of the Governor's
recommendations relating to this item.

13.  Paper #384 — Non-Institutional Provider Rate Increase. Adopt Alternatives Al, B1,
and C1, which would:
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a. Adopt the Governor's recommendation to provide a 20% rate increase for psychiatric
services, beginning in 2007-08. Reduce funding by $20,400 GPR and increase funding by
$20,400 FED in 2007-08 and reduce funding by $24,600 GPR and increase funding by $24,600
FED in 2008-09 to reflect a reestimate of the federal matching rate;

b.  Adopt the Governor's recommendation to remove the current $0.50 reduction for all
pharmacy claims submitted under MA and BadgerCare. However, increase funding in the bill by
$630,000 GPR and $949,800 FED in 2007-08 and reduce funding in the bill by $1,054,600 GPR
and by $1,389,100 FED in 2008-09 to reflect reestimates of the cost of the Governor's proposal.
In addition, approve the administration's requested change to the bill with respect to
reimbursement for drugs purchased by SeniorCare recipients; and

c. Adopt the Governor's recommendations relating to non-institutional rate increases
and provide a 1% increase in 2007-08 and 2% increase in 2008-09. However, reduce funding in
the bill by $694,100 (-$268,100 GPR and -$426,000 FED) in 2007-08 and by $1,943,300 (-
$83,300 GPR and -$1,860,000 FED) in 2008-09 to reflect reestimates of the funding that would
be needed to support all of the Governor's recommended rate increases for non-institutional
providers.

14.  Paper #385 — Require MA Participants to Enroll in Medicare Part B. Adopt
Alternative 1, which is the Governor's recommendation relating to this item.

15. Paper #386 — Claim Common Carrier Transportation as an MA Benefit. Adopt
Alternative 1, which would approve the Governor's recommendation relating to this item.

16.  Paper #387 — Family Planning Demonstration Project — Eligibility Expansion. Adopt
Alternative A1, which is the Governor's recommendation relating to this item. In addition, adopt
Alternative B2, which would delete funding to support income maintenance costs (-$95,500 GPR
and -$95,000 FED in 2007-08 and -$191,000 GPR and -$191,000 FED in 2008-09) and one-time
implementation costs (-$25,000 GPR and -$25,000 FED in 2007-08).

17.  Paper #396 — Nursing Home Rates and Bed Assessment Increase. Adopt Alternatives
Al and B1, which would:

a. Modify the Governor's recommendations by increasing funding in the bill by $9,753,900
(-$142,400 GPR, $5,698,300 FED, and $4,198,000 SEG) in 2007-08 and by $19,982,500 (-
$449,100 GPR, $11,823,000 FED, and $8,608,600 SEG) in 2008-09 to reflect a reestimate of the
Govemor's proposal, and to delay the effective date of the bed assessment increase until January 1,
2008. In addition, increase estimates of revenue to the MA trust fund by $152,400 in 2007-08 and
by $1,455,200 in 2008-09. Increase the amounts provided from the operations appropriations of the
Wisconsin Veterans Homes at King and the nursing home at Union Grove by $262,400 PR in
2007-08 and by $524,800 PR in 2008-09 to reflect increased costs to those facilities due to the
increase in the bed assessment; and
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
