COMES NOW the Complainant, Keith Gilkes, and makes this verified complaint against
Respondent Keep Our North Strong PAC under, infer alia, under Chapter 11 of the Wisconsin
State Statutes, and alleges as follows: ’

1 Complainant Keith Gilkes is a resident of the State of Wisconsin, and is a qualified
elector residing at 6652 Offshore Drive, Madison, Wisconsin 53705.

2. Respondent Keep Our North Strong PAC is a political committee as defined in Chapter
11, Wis. Stats., and has as its principal mailing address P.O. Box 1859, Madison,
Wisconsin 53701. See Exhibit A, attached hereto.

RESPONDENT FAILED TO FILE THE OATH REQUIRED BY SECTION 11.06(7)
BEFORE MAKING INDEPENDENT DISBURSEMENTS

3. Paragraphs 1 and 2, above, are restated and incorporated herein by reference.

4, Section 11.05(1), Wis. Stats., requires every political committee to file a registration
statement with the State of Wisconsin Government Accountability Board (hereinafter
“GAB”).

5. Respondent filed said registration statement with the GAB. See Exhibit A, attached
hereto.

6. Section 11.06(7)(a), Wis. Stats., states in part, “Every committee, other than a personal

campaign committee, which...desires to make disbursements during any calendar year,
which are to be used to advocate the election or defeat of any clearly identified candidate
or candidates in any election shall before making any disbursement, except within the
amount authorized under s. 11.05 (1) or (2), file with the registration statement under s.
11.05 a statement under oath affirming that the committee...does not act in cooperation
or consultation with any candidate or agent or authorized committee of a candidate who
is supported...” (emphasis added).




7. Respondent did not file the mandatory oath referred to in paragraph 6, above, with
Respondent’s registration statement. See Exhibit B, attached hereto.

8. Despite Respondent’s failure to file the required oath, Respondent made, and continues to
make, disbursements used to advocate the election or defeat of a clearly identified
candidate. To wit: Respondent made disbursements to air television advertisements
which expressly advocate the election of Jim Holperin to the position of 12" District
State Senator and expressly advocate the defeat of Tom Tiffany in that same election.

9. Respondent’s making independent disbursements advocating the election or defeat of a
clearly identified candidate without filing the mandatory oath is a violation of s. 11.06(7),
Wis. Stats.

II
RESPONDENT’S ILLEGAL INDEPDENT DISBURSEMENTS CONSTITUE AN
ILLEGAL PAC CONTRIBUTION TO THE HOLPERIN CAMPAIGN

10.  Paragraphs 1-9, above, are restated and incorporated herein by reference.

Section 11.26(2), Wis. Stats., states “No committee other than a political party committee
or legislative campaign committee may make any contribution or contributions to a
candidate for election or nomination to any of the following offices and to any individual
or committee under s. 11.06(7) acting solely in support of such a candidate or solely in
opposition to the candidate’s opponent to the extent of more than a total of the amounts
specified per candidate:

(b) Candidates for state senator, $1,000.”

Respondent’s contributions to the Holperin campaign, to date, total $60,708. See
Exhibits C-F, attached hereto.

13. Respondent’s contributions to the Holperin campaign exceed the limit in s. 11.26(2)(a),
Wis. Stats., by $59,708, violating s. 11.26(2)(a), Wis. _Stats.

I
RESPONDENT’S ILLEGAL INDEPENDENT DISBURSEMENTS CONSTITUTE AN
ILLEGAL IN-KIND CONTRIBUTION TO THE HOLPERIN CAMPAIGN

Paragraphs 1-13, above, are restated and incorporated herein by reference.

15.  Since Respondent did not file the mandatory oath before making the above-referenced
independent disbursements, Respondent’s independent disbursements made on behalf of
Tom Holperin and against Tom Tiffany constitute an illegal in-kind contribution to Jim
Holperin’s state senate campaign.



WHEREFORE, Complainant requests that the GAB commence an investigation into the actions
of Keep Our North Strong PAC; commence an action in civil court with respect to any civil
violations; refer any criminal violations to the appropriate prosecutorial authorities; and render
such other relief that the GAB may deem just and equitable.
