MADISON - Grain dryers being replaced this harvest season may qualify for a
Focus on Energy incentive.

To qualify, grain dryers must include energy efficiency features such as staged
temperature, differential grain speed, grain heat recovery or a varied drying column
width.

Incentive applications must be submitted within 60 days of equipment installation.

Focus on Energy is currently offering agricultural customers a bonus for installing
more than one technology at the same time to existing buildings. The incentive
bonus ranges from $400 to $600 and is capped at 50 percent of the original
incentive.
