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KENOSHA – Earlier this morning in a taped interview with “CBS This Morning”,
House Speaker Paul Ryan said he doesn’t want to work with Democrats to get
health care legislation passed and ‘the worst thing’ would be for President Trump to
work with Democrats to find a way to improve our nation’s healthcare system.
