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Rep. Pronschinske: Flood protection
effort garners support from
Governor, key legislative leaders
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MADISON - In response to the recent floods that have devastated much of western
Wisconsin, a budget motion drafted by Representative Treig Pronschinske (Mondovi)
has gained momentum. On Monday, Governor Scott Walker and leadership of the
Assembly Republican caucus announced their support for Rep. Pronschinske budget
request to provide $14.6 million to the city of Arcadia to create and reinforce
infrastructure to deter future flooding.

The budget motion will need the approval by the Joint Committee on Finance and
the full legislature in order for the project to move forward.

Arcadia residents and businesses are protected.”
