MADISON — Best known for selling out early to a billionaire CEO and megadonor from
Illinois to the tune of $3.5 million, GOP Senate candidate Kevin Nicholson evidently remains
highly committed to maintaining his reputation as out-of-state megadonors’ favorite
candidate in the Republican primary.
