The appointment
of Kavanaugh tilts the balance of the Supreme Court and threatens a woman’s
ability to make her own health care decisions. The president promised to only
nominate Justices who will vote to overturn Roe v. Wade, the landmark decision that
prohibited states from outlawing abortion. If that happens, abortion will immediately
become a crime in Wisconsin.
