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WASHINGTON, D.C. – Wisconsin Democrats are refusing to donate or return tens of
thousands of dollars in donations from a Madison donor who is at the center of a
sexual harassment dispute in the workplace.

As reported in the Milwaukee Journal Sentinel, Mark Bakken has given “… $20,000
to Josh Kaul, the Democrat running for state attorney general.”
