Schimel faces activist Josh Kaul in the General Election. Whereas Brad Schimel has a
nearly three decades long, distinguished career as a prosecutor in this state, Josh
Kaul has never prosecuted a criminal case in Wisconsin. Not one, ever. Whereas
Schimel has a broad, bipartisan coalition of Wisconsin supporters, Kaul is funded
and supported by state and national partisan activists.

As Attorney General, Schimel has also prioritized preventing Internet crimes against
children and violence against women. Under Schimel, Wisconsin is a national leader
in the fight against human trafficking. Together with a coalition of Attorneys General
from across the country, Brad Schimel has led numerous lawsuits challenging
overreach by the federal government that would cripple the economy and hurt
Wisconsin families.
