Wisconsin added 8,900 private sector jobs in March

Wisconsin added 8,900 private sector jobs in March, according to seasonally
adjusted preliminary data from the U.S. Bureau of Labor Statistics released today by
the Wisconsin Department of Workforce Development.

The unemployment rate held steady at a record low 2.9 percent. When it dipped
below 3 percent in February, it was the first time the state’s seasonally adjusted
jobless rate had done so since data collection began in 1976. Wisconsin’s
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unemployment rate is well below the national rate of 4.1 percent.

The state’s labor force participation rate also increased by 0.1 percent in March,
and the civilian labor force grew to 3.2 million.

The state added 2,300 construction jobs, 2,100 manufacturing jobs and 2,800
professional and business services jobs in March, according to the preliminary data.

The previously reported job data from February, which showed the state had lost
300 private sector jobs that month, was revised upward dramatically—the state
actually gained 3,700 private sector jobs in February, according to the revised data.
