La Crosse schools to receive school safety grant funding
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La Crosse schools are included in the list of 147 schools and school districts that
have been awarded in the next round of grants through the Wisconsin Department
of Justice School Safety Grant program.

will receive $10,253,487 to be spent on building safety improvements, as well as
training for faculty and staff.

“The nearly $10 million grants being awarded to large
and small schools across the state, incentivizes school officials and law enforcement
to make meaningful improvements to Wisconsin school safety through physical
improvements and a focus on mental health training for school faculty.”
