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(MADISON, WI) — This weekend, the Democratic Party of Wisconsin set out to
knock 50,000 doors a year out from the 2020 presidential election. Thousands of
volunteers blanketed the state, communicating with infrequent, independent, and
disgruntled Republican voters, breaking the goal that was set out for them.
