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RACINE — The Judge Lisa Neubauer for Justice campaign today released fundraising
numbers from the second half of 2018, with more than $325,000 raised in the six-
month period, and more than $570,000 on hand in Judge Neubauer’s campaign
account as of January 1, 2019.
