Additionally, recent surveys performed by
Wisconsin Infrastructure Investment Now (WIIN) have revealed strong public
support for curbing this deceitful practice. More than 90% of voters support laws
that require public bids to accurately reflect all taxpayers’ costs associated with a
company’s bid.
