Tony Evers today announced Wisconsin’s 10 Electoral College votes will
go to President-elect Joe Biden and Vice President-elect Kamala Harris.

“That’s
why today we were proud vote unanimously to assign Wisconsin’s 10 electoral college
votes to President-elect Joe Biden and Vice President-elect Kamala Harris.”

Capitol to officially assign Wisconsin’s Electoral College votes. On Nov. 30, 2020, Gov.
Evers signed the Certificate of Ascertainment, certifying Wisconsin’s election results and
the slate of electors for President-elect Joe Biden and Vice President-elect Kamala Harris.
