This program is a vital lifeline
for those who provide housing to more than a million renters in Wisconsin. With no
further action coming from Congress at this time, it is essential that programs like
WRAP are funded so rental property owners and landlords continue to provide the
essentials to their tenants during this pandemic. We encourage Congress to follow
the Evers’ administration’s lead and pass federal legislation to provide continued
funding for rental assistance programs directly to housing providers, in order to
protect renters’ access to affordable housing and our nation’s critical rental housing
sector.
