The material would then be capped with clean soil and
seeded.

At the meeting, the public is encouraged to share comments and asks questions on
the proposal. There will be a brief introduction and explanation of the project by
DNR staff and city representatives. All public comments will be considered by the
DNR in its decision on the proposal.
