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MADISON – Today, the Wisconsin State Assembly met to vote on a list of bills that
attack our democracy and hinder Wisconsin’s recovery from the COVID-19
pandemic, while ignoring the needs of Wisconsinites. Rep. Robyn Vining (D-

I
stand today on the side of Wisconsin voters, non-partisan clerks, and democracy,
and I oppose these bills.”
