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MADISON, Wis. – In a new interview today, Ron Johnson said the CHIPS Act, crucial
bipartisan legislation that addresses supply chain issues and bolsters Wisconsin’s
economy, was “stupid policy” and that he is “absolutely opposed to this CHIPS bill.”
