“The Republican Party and their presidential hopefuls currently represent the
primary enemies of the working class and oppressed peoples all over this country
and, truly, around the world,” said Omar Flores, Co-chair of the Coalition.
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Flores continued, “Whether it’s former president Trump, who attempted to
overthrow the last election and is now embroiled in several intense legal battles, or
current Florida Governor Ron DeSantis, a lawyer who oversaw the torture of
prisoners at Guantanamo Bay, the field of Republican candidates is the worst of the
worst.”
