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Today the Blue Dog PAC announced its first endorsements of the 2024 election. The
Blue Dogs are throwing their support behind Adam Frisch in Colorado’s 3rd District
and Rebecca Cooke in Wisconsin’s 3rd District.

Adam is a local businessman and former city councilman who has worked for two
decades to create jobs in his community.
