BACKGROUND

The Republican State Leadership Committee (RSLC) is the largest organization of
Republican state leaders in the country and only national committee whose mission
is to recruit, train, and elect Republicans to multiple down-ballot, state-level offices.
Thanks to its growing network of grassroots supporters in all 50 states, the
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committee helps deliver wins for Republican state legislators, lieutenant governors,
secretaries of state, agriculture officials, and state judges across the country.
Republicans currently control 58 out of the 99 state legislative chambers
throughout the nation.

In 2022, the RSLC spent a total $408,000 on state legislative races in Wisconsin.
