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U.S. Sen. Johnson: Joins Sen. Wicker,
colleagues in introducing bill to
prohibit taxpayer funding for
abortions
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WASHINGTON - On Wednesday, U.S. Sen. Ron Johnson (R-Wis.) joined U.S. Sen.
Roger Wicker (R-Miss.) and 45 of their Republican colleagues in introducing the No
Taxpayer Funding for Abortion Act. The legislation establishes a permanent
prohibition on federal funding for abortion, replacing the current restrictions with a
single, government-wide standard.

For over 40 years, inconsistent and haphazard set of policies have regulated federal
funding for abortion. This legislation would make permanent the restrictions on
funding for elective abortion and elective abortion coverage, including the
protections of the Hyde Amendment, which currently rely on yearly approval.

Earlier this year, Sen. Johnson joined his colleagues in a letter to Democratic Leader
Chuck Schumer pledging to block any legislation that would undermine existing pro-
life protections or weaken the Hyde Amendment, which prohibits taxpayer funding
for abortion. The senators renewed their commitment for fiscal year 2023.

Sens. Johnson and Wicker were joined on the legislation by Senators Mitch
