Snodgrass
carried the district by 57.5% in her race for state Senate in November 2018.

Snodgrass is the current chair of the Democratic Party of Outagamie County and 2nd Vice Chair
of the Democratic Party of Wisconsin. She works as the Director of Communications at Girl
Scouts of the Northwestern Great Lakes and is mother to two children, a daughter attending
University of Minnesota-Twin Cities, and a son attending the University of Wisconsin-Madison
in the fall.
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
