Passport applicants must bring in a certified birth certificate and a valid government issued photo 

identification card, such as a driver's license. The cost of a passport is $145 for adults and $115 for 

children under the age of 16. 

 

All persons applying for a passport, including children, must be present during the application process.  

Both parents must sign the application of a passport for a child under the age of 16.  Please contact the
