In late February and early March, the four candidates will participate in separate public forums, offering
opportunities for students, faculty, staff, and community members to interact directly with them.

President Cross and the Special Regent Committee will interview finalists March 26. The Special Regent
Committee includes Regents Robert Atwell, Scott Beightol, Becky Levzow, and Karen Walsh. They will
recommend one candidate to the full Board of Regents, which must approve the appointment.

The person selected through this process will be UW-Green Bay's seventh chancellor.
