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GREEN  BAY, WI -- Today, community leader and Trustee of the Green Bay School Board Kristina 
Shelton announced her candidacy for Wisconsin’s 90th’s Assembly District. Shelton will challenge 
incumbent Staush Gruzsynski in the Democratic Primary on August 11.
