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August Praises Supreme Court Decision 

WI Supreme Court Rules Actions by Evers Administration to be Unconstitutional 
 

This evening the Wisconsin Supreme Court struck down the unconstitutional actions taken by 
Governor Evers’ administration, which had extended the Safer at Home Order.
