There is no
reason to think that the Department of Natural Resources cannot work with local governments and
instructors to provide this curriculum safely and open up opportunities to increase our sporting
heritage. | will be closely watching this issue and how it is handled by the Governor and his
administration, including DNR Secretary Preston Cole in the coming months.”
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
