The “WCA Outstanding Legislator Award” is handed out biennially to a select group of 
legislators who have represented county interests in both the legislature and in their districts. 
These legislators have demonstrated leadership for counties on key issues, legislation and the 
state budget.  
 
In addition, Representative Brooks’ staff of Darla Flemming and Christopher Schaefer both 
received a “WCA Outstanding Legislative Staff Award” for their efforts on behalf of the 
Wisconsin Counties Association.
